Personality of characters is revealed primarily in dialogue, secondarily in action
Dialogue introduces conflict early in the play
Dialogue sounds like real conversation – brief, overlapping speeches and some fragments
Play has an identifiable beginning, middle and end.
Action includes three increasingly more challenging obstacles in solving the problem
Climax is realistic, but not given away too soon
Resolution makes sense based on the personality of characters
The group members give a dramatic and humorous interpretation of their script.
The group members speak so that words are clearly understood.
